 


	
	

	
	247  ANTI-BULLYING/CYBER BULLYING



	1.
Purpose
	The Board is committed to providing a safe, positive learning environment for district students. The Board recognizes that bullying creates an atmosphere of fear and intimidation, detracts from the safe environment necessary for student learning, and may lead to more serious violence. Therefore, the Board prohibits bullying by district students.



	2.
Definitions


SC 1303.1-A
	Bullying means an intentional electronic, written, verbal or physical act or series of acts directed at another student or students, which occurs in a school setting that is severe, persistent or pervasive and has the effect of doing any of the following:

1. Substantial interference with a student’s education.

2. Creation of a threatening environment.

3. Substantial disruption of the orderly operation of the school.



	
	Bullying, as defined in this policy, includes cyber bullying. 



	
SC 1303.1-A
	School setting means in the school, on school grounds, in school vehicles, at a designated bus stop or at any activity sponsored, supervised or sanctioned by the school. District student is defined as students who attend district school buildings, participate in school activities, or ride public school transportation as consistent with the Safe Schools Act.



	3.
Authority


SC 1303.1-A


	The Board prohibits all forms of bullying by district students. 

The Board encourages students who have been bullied to promptly report such incidents to the building principal or designee.



	*NOTE


	The Board directs that complaints of bullying shall be investigated promptly, and corrective action shall be taken when allegations are verified. Confidentiality of all parties shall be maintained, consistent with the district’s legal and investigative obligations. No reprisals or retaliation shall occur as a result of good faith reports of bullying.

Bullying that is non-school related and results in an arrest, citation and/or conviction and is reported to school authorities by law enforcement or official authorities shall be subject to appropriate disciplinary action consistent with the Code of Student Conduct/Handbook.

Delegation of


Responsibility
	Each student shall be responsible to respect the rights of others to ensure an atmosphere free from bullying.



	
SC 1303.1-A
	The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that this policy and administrative regulations are reviewed annually with students.

SC 1303.1-A


	The Superintendent or designee, in cooperation with other appropriate administrators, shall review this policy every three (3) years and recommend necessary revisions to the Board.

District administration shall annually provide the following information with the Safe School Report:

1. Board’s Anti-Bullying Policy. 

2. Report of bullying incidents.

3. Information on the development and implementation of any bullying prevention, intervention or education programs.

	A student who violates this policy shall be subject to appropriate disciplinary action consistent with the Code of Student Conduct, which may include, but is not limited to the following:
