The purpose of this scholarship fund is to provide an opportunity to students who 
might otherwise not go to college, or who might select a college based upon the 
student’s financial ability rather than academic ability.  It is to compensate for lost 
opportunity in cases where family tragedy or other misfortune created obstacles to 
plans for achieving a college education.  It is the fundamental belief of the fund’s 
sponsors that any student who expands his or her horizons through education will 
become a better citizen for having the experience.  The scholarship is limited to 
students enrolling in, and intending to complete, four-year degree programs at 
accredited colleges and universities.  Five one thousand-dollar scholarships will be 
awarded.
