In accordance with provisions of the Public School Code and Series 600 of the Board Policy Manual, please consider a motion to approve and/or ratify action on School Finance items 11a through 11k, as hereinafter described:

a. Ratification/Approval of Financial Reports – In conformity with provisions under the Public School Code and Series 600 of the Board Policy Manual, the Board at this time shall consider ratification/approval of current School District financial reports including the treasurer’s report, all of which have been provided the Board in advance of tonight’s meeting and will be included in the official Minutes of this meeting.

b. Ratification/Approval of Payment of Bill – At this time, the Board shall consider ratification/approval of all the bills paid from the school district funds since the last regular meeting of the Board on March 4, 2009, with the exception of check #5600 to D. LaMantia and Company Incorporated.  Bill listings were provided to the Board prior to tonight’s meeting and will be included in the official Minutes of this meeting.

c. Ratification/Approval of Payment of Bill – At this time, the Board shall consider ratification/approval of check #5600 from March 11, 2009, to D. LaMantia and Company Incorporated.

d. The Board of Directors hereby approves the proposed 2009-2010 budget for the Indiana County Technology Center in the amount of $501,204, an increase of .9% from the previous year.
e. The Board of Directors hereby approves the necessary budget transfers as presented on voucher #037901, #037902 and #037903.

f. The Board of Directors hereby approves the proposed contract with In-Shore Technologies for a period beginning April 1, 2009, through March 31, 2010, in the amount of $37,500 as outlined in the attached contract.

g. The Board of Directors hereby approves the amendment to the Professional Service Agreement with L. Robert Kimball and Associates for a fee change from $22,740 to $23,700 for additional services.
h. The Board of Directors hereby approves the additional non-reimbursable work for the Saltsburg K-12 School Project as noted on form PDE-3074(c) for moving of the ticket booth to a new location with an estimated cost of $1,000.
i. BE IT RESOLVED, the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District Board of Directors hereby approves and accepts the response from the Pennsylvania Department of Education approving PlanCon Part A:  Project Justification #3503 for the Saltsburg K-12 School, as received by the district on March 23, 2009, and shall be entered into the official minutes of this meeting as attached.
j. BE IT RESOLVED, the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District Board of Directors hereby approves and accepts the response from the Pennsylvania Department of Education approving PlanCon Part B: Schematic Design #3503 for the Saltsburg K-12 School, as received by the district on March 25, 2009, and shall be entered into the official minutes of this meeting as attached.

k. WHEREAS, the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District (“The District”) includes the Township of Burrell (“the Township”); and

WHEREAS, the actions of the District directly affect the residents of the Township; and

WHEREAS, the District plans to undertake a building project (“the project”) involving renovations and additions to the Saltsburg Middle/High School; and

WHEREAS, the project does not fully utilize existing capacities available in the District’s buildings located in Burrell Township; and

WHEREAS, debt service on the project will cost local taxpayers more than $50 million; and

WHEREAS, the District already has the 28th highest tax rate among all 501 school districts of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, student enrollments in the district are projected by the Pennsylvania Department of Education to decline substantially in the next six years; and

WHEREAS, the District’s planning of the project has been without any request to the Board of Supervisors of the Township for participation or information sharing.

NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to the request of the Board of Supervisors of the Township of Burrell, Indiana County, it is resolved by the Board of Directors of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District that:

1. Blairsville-Saltsburg School District will immediately cease all actions relating to the District’s currently proposed building project.

2. Blairsville-Saltsburg School District will immediately initiate the process of redistricting to adjust building attendance lines in order that the District’s existing buildings are fully utilized before planning any new building additions.

3. The Blairsville-Saltsburg School District will immediately begin consideration of options to determine if a less costly building project plan can be devised in light of the District’s dramatically declining enrollments and extremely high tax rates.

4. The Blairsville-Saltsburg School District will immediately begin fully involving local citizens and local government agencies in determining if a new and more affordable building project plan can be devised that promotes quality and affordable education for all District students and citizens.
