Mr. Michael Smith, Board President, called the meeting to order at 8:28 pm.  An executive session was held prior to the voting meeting to discuss personnel and legal issues.

Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that the audit for the 2008-2009 school year was done by McCrory & McCrory.  The Board hired Eric Palmer as the adult education coordinator.  He previously worked at IUP and comes highly recommended.  The teacher’s contract was approved for 23 teachers.  Three (3) school districts voted in favor of the contract (United, Homer Center & Indiana) and two (2) voted against it (Marion Center & Blairsville-Saltsburg.)
ARIN Report – No report.

Legislative Report – PSBA will sponsor a meeting with area legislators at the Intermediate Unit.  The legislators will be available to answer questions and will present information on current hot topics such as the pension problem.

Standing Committee Report – Mr. McGregor reported that the Curriculum Committee had a meeting prior to the workshop meeting.  Mr. Kostic and district teachers presented curriculum for Art, FACS and Tech Ed.  The curriculum will be available for preview for 30 days and then ready for approval.  Mr. McGregor stated that they have briefly reviewed the Physical Education curriculum and the district is meeting the minimum requirements, however, further review will be done.

Citizens Comments (Agenda Items Only) - There were no citizens requesting to address the board regarding agenda items.

Report of the Superintendent – Dr. Mencer reported that the preliminary audit of federal programs was held on Wednesday. Dr. Mencer reminded the Board that they will need to hold a meeting during the month of May to discuss and vote on the preliminary budget.  
Mr. Kocsis stated that he would like to meet with the Finance Committee this week to discuss some things in the budget then in May approve the preliminary budget, and June, the final budget.

Dr. Mencer thanked the Board for their confidence in him over the last six (6) months.
