The Board of Directors of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District met for their Regular Meeting on Wednesday, April 20, 2011, in the cafeteria at the Saltsburg Middle/High School with the following members present:

Dr. Tammy Whitfield, Ian Magness, Lynne Finnerty(solicitor), Leigh Free, Pam Carr, Tracy Richards and a group of citizens also attended the meeting.

Mr. Edward Smith, Board President, called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.  An announcement was made that an executive session was held prior to tonight’s meeting to discuss legal and personnel issues. 
Mr. Ed Smith stated that since he was voted in as president of the board he is trying to pull the district together.  About three weeks ago he received 15-20 calls from both sides of the district regarding items that need to be addressed by the board.  Some of the items being presented tonight will answer some of the questions regarding issues facing our district; one of the toughest issues being personnel.

Mr. Dan McGregor stated that something has been professionally lacking in our school district.  There have been numerous meetings with the superintendent, assistant superintendent and business manager and board members.  All nine board members are on board and have made concessions.  Tonight will show a true compromise that will give the students what they deserve.  There are no longer five votes to build the track.  This will create security and stability for the teachers and run the school district the way it should be run.  Our efforts tonight mark only a beginning.
Motion by Mr. Rowley and seconded by Mr. Treece to approve the minutes of the March 16, 2011, Regular Meeting. Brown, Caranese, McGregor, LaMantia, M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, and E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.

Student Representative Report – No report.
Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that ICTC is working on the teachers contract.  They have been negotiating the past three months.  There will be a negotiation session next Tuesday.
ARIN Report – Mr. Rowley reported that the ARIN Convention was held last night at Penns Manor. The budget was passed by the ARIN board - 68 for and 18 against.  The budget was presented before the Governor rolled out his budget. 
PSBA Report – Ms. Whitfield reported that the NSBA Conference was extremely helpful.  She spoke with board members from 30 different school districts from different states and found that all boards have the same common problems.  Another session attended was regarding assessments for the board, administration, teachers coordinated with the strategic plan.  The goal is to determine where are we at, where are we headed and how can we progress.
Standing Committee Report – 
Mr. Ed Smith reported that he attended a TCC meeting.  One of the biggest problems is Act 32.  The school districts get more votes than the townships or boroughs.  It goes according to the amount of revenue each generates.

Mr. Mike Smith also reported that the Buildings and Grounds Committee will meet on Monday at 5:00 pm at SMHS football field for a walk through; lasting about one hour.  The will then go to Blairsville and spend an hour on a walk through at the Blairsville football field.  The purpose of the walk through is to determine what is the most critical work needing done to both facilities.
Mr. Mike LaMantia reported that the Finance Committee will let the votes speak for what the committee has done.

Mr. Ed Smith reported that the Liaison Committee held a meeting at 6:00 this evening and the information received at the meeting will go to the administration.

Mr. Brett Treece reported that the Transportation Committee held a meeting on April 6th to discuss Saltsburg Elementary transportation.  Leigh tried to get PennDOT to declare Indiana Avenue hazardous so that we could receive reimbursement for elementary students transported with the borough of Saltsburg, however, PennDOT found the roadway to not be hazardous.  All students will be transported to the Saltsburg campus beginning next school year.  Students attending Saltsburg grades 6 through 12 will walk to school.

State and Federal Program Report – Mr. Magness reported that the elementary school site application was approved.  We do not know what those additional funds are yet.  We are moving toward a kindergarten through 5th grade comprehensive reading program.  He stated he will be asking the board to approve the selection in May.  Mr. Magness is recommending the AAERA money be spent on interactive white board technology in the elementary schools.  The remaining money will be spent to offset the cost of the new reading program.  There will be a Curriculum meeting on the Blairsville side of the district.  Have received very positive remarks on the Read 180 Program.

Mr. Kocsis reported that the state wide property tax relief totals $776.2 million for farmstead/homestead.  BSSD should get information on their allocation the beginning of May and will know then what the tax reductions will be.

Citizens Comments (Agenda Items Only)
Janet Ross, BESA President, signed in to address the Board regarding the deconsolidation of sports.  She stated that there is a concern among their union members that there will be a liability with untrained, unlicensed people working with the students if the district decides to have one head coach and then volunteers as assistants.  Another concern with volunteers is that they may not always attend practices and games.  Nothing binds them to this.

Whereas, the School District has accomplished the primary school construction purposes which were financed by the School District’s issuance of its $23,725,000 General Obligation Bonds, Series of 2007 (the “Bonds”), but having also experienced a receipt of bids below original estimates and other cost savings, it now happens that approximately $4,000,000 of the original and investment proceeds of the Bonds are determined to be surplus, and remain unexpended on this date (the “Surplus Proceeds”); and

Whereas, the Board of School Directors is considering whether to reserve and spend some portion of the Surplus Proceeds on the acquisition and construction of needed repairs and improvements to its football and athletic facilities (the “Added Project”); and

Whereas, notwithstanding such planned reservation of funds, the Board of School Directors, having been so advised by the administration and Dinsmore & Shohl, bond counsel, has determined it would be in the School District’s best financial interests to commit all the Surplus Proceeds remaining after the Added Project to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds, both as periodic, annual contributions to the total debt service owed in any year or years and as a redemption and prepayment of such amount of the Bonds which may be so redeemed and prepaid, on September 15, 2017, the date of optional redemption;

Therefore, be it Resolved that: (1) the attached Sinking Fund Trust Agreement (the “Agreement”) with Manufacturers and Traders Trust Company, the paying agent for the Bonds, is hereby approved in its substantial form, according to the exhibit attached to this resolution; the President or Vice President and Secretary of the Board shall execute and deliver the same, as a binding agreement of the School District, with such changes and completions as shall be consistent with its overall purpose and as shall be advised by counsel in order to achieve a proper application of the Surplus Funds to the payment and defeasance of a portion of the Bonds; and (2) the Administration shall, from time to time, and with the advice of Janney Montgomery Scott, investment banker for the Bonds, deposit and invest the Surplus Proceeds under the Agreement, as necessary to manage the planned reservation of funds for the Added Project, while still fulfilling  the Board’s intention that the remaining balance of the Surplus Proceeds be applied to the payment of the Bonds.
