Dr. Tammy Whitfield, Eric Kocsis, Leigh Free, Jack Cambest, Tracy Richards, Debra Shirley, Pam Carr and a group of citizens also attended the meeting.

Mr. Michael Smith, Board President, called the meeting to order at 9:55 pm.

Motion by Mr. Rowley and seconded by Mr. Treece to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2010 Regular Meeting and the June 23, 2010, Special Meeting. Caranese, McGregor, Rowley, E. Smith, Whitfield, Treece, M. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.

Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that Penns Manor School District voted to join the Indiana County Technical Center as a full member.  Mr. Smith thanked the ICTC business manager, administrative team and negotiating team for their assistance.  He stated this is a plus for everyone and that the other five (5) school districts have to vote to accept Penns Manor next Tuesday.  They will have to pay $970,000 over a 20 year period.  They are working on a contract now.  After Penns Manor is accepted there will be a six (6) person board.
ARIN Report – Mr. Rowley reported that there was no meeting.

Legislative Report – No report.
Standing Committee Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that the TTC (local tax committee) hired an attorney.  The Committee visited four (4) tax collectors.  They will vote on one (1) tax collector for the county. Our share of the cost for next year will be $2,200.  The next meeting will be held at Homer Center next Tuesday evening at which time the Committee will make a choice between Burkheimer and Keystone.
