FINANCE

Motion by George Rowley and seconded by Lance Alexander that the Board of School Directors hereby adopts A Resolution of the Board of School Directors of Blairsville-Saltsburg School District (Indiana and Westmoreland Counties, Pennsylvania) (hereinafter the “Bond Resolution”) which Bond Resolution constitutes a Debt Ordinance under the Local Unit Government Debt Act, the full text of said Bond Resolution having been provided to each member of the Board of School Directors and the full text of said Bond Resolution is incorporated into this motion by specific reference to the Bond Resolution, and which Bond Resolution authorizes and directs, inter alia., the incurring of nonelectoral debt by the issuance of General Obligation Bonds, Series of 2007 in the aggregate principal amount of twenty three million seven hundred and twenty five thousand Dollars ($23,725,000) (hereinafter the “Bonds”) pursuant to the Local Government Unit Debt Act of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, to provide funds for and toward the costs of the design, construction, furnishing and equipping additions and renovations to the existing Blairsville Middle/High School to convert it to the Blairsville-Saltsburg Junior/Senior High School and the design, construction, furnishing and equipping renovations and alterations to the existing Saltsburg Middle/High School to convert it to the Saltsburg Elementary School and paying all costs and expenses of issuing the Bonds; covenanting to pay, and pledging all available taxing power for the payment of, the Bonds; establishing a sinking fund and appointing a sinking fund depository; fixing the form, interest rate, maturity, redemption and other provisions for the payment thereof; accepting a proposal for the purchase of the Bonds; authorizing a filing of required documents with the Department of Community and Economic Development; ratifying and directing certain actions of officers; and making certain other covenants and provisions in respect of the Bonds.  LaMantia, Smith, Whitfield, Rowley, Alexander, Bell voting yes.  Speal and Brown voting no.  Motion carried.
