Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that Penns Manor voted to become a member of ICTC.  This will help to spread out the costs and ease the burden on the current members.  They are currently talking with Purchase Line to see if they have an interest in joining.  The adult education program has grown.  They are working two shifts to teach a safety program to Halliburton employees.
ARIN Report – Mr. Rowley reported that the meeting was held two weeks ago.  Gary Munsch, Business Manager, and Susan Perfetti are retiring in January.  People were moved into these positions from within ARIN. The contractor is in the process of installing the new HVAC system.
Legislative Report – Ms. Whitfield reported that she received a White Paper on PA Charter Schools and would like to have it copied and distributed to the Board.

FINANCE

Mr. McGregor asked Mr. Kocsis to explain the resolution regarding the designation of $1.5 million for future rate stabilization of retirement.  Mr. Kocsis explained that in anticipation of significant future rate hikes, he would like to put some money aside for the next three (3) years so there will not be such an extreme impact on local taxes.  Additionally, under Act 1, the district will not be able to ask for all the money needed in one school year because it will exceed the index.
