Dr. Tammy Whitfield, Ian Magness, Eric Kocsis, Jack Cambest, Leigh Free, Jay Batsa, Tracy Richards, Deb Shirley, Joe Baker and a group of citizens also attended the meeting.

Mr. Edward Smith, Board President, called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m.

Motion by Mr. Rowley and seconded by Mr. McGregor to approve the minutes of the June 29, 2011 Regular Voting Meeting. McGregor, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.

Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that ICTC will be going to fact finding with the teachers.
ARIN Report – Mr. Rowley reported that there was no meeting in July but at the June meeting bills were paid, business as usual.
PSBA Report – Ms. Whitfield reported that there is talk about some mandates of NCLB changing.  Testing and decisions may go back to the State or school district.
Standing Committee Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that Berkheimer will hold a meeting on September 6th for all employers in the district to attend regarding the completion of forms.  The revisions under TTC will begin in April 2012.
State and Federal Program Report – Mr. Magness reported that he will be submitting the Title 1 grant for this school year in the next three weeks.  The grant will reflect a school-wide program.
Citizens Comments (Agenda Items Only) – No residents signed in to address the Board.
FINANCE

There was $500,000 placed in capital projects for this school year.  $279,000 was used and there is still $221,000 left to be bid yet, i.e., in Saltsburg, renovations to the field house and concession - painting should not be over $10,000. In Blairsville, general repairs, outside fencing, roofing project.  Today, speed bumps were delivered in Saltsburg.  They will be installed on Cathedral Street end of property.  

Mr. Ed Smith reported that Michael Smith called and is concerned about the condition of the wrestling mats the Saltsburg team will be using.  Mr. McGregor asked about the number of students participating in Saltsburg wrestling because he thought there were not enough for a team.  Mr. Kostic confirmed there were not enough for a team and there were only nine signed up.
