Mr. Edward Smith, Board President, called the meeting to order at 7:34 p.m.

The following was presented by Mr. Edward Smith, Board President:

The Board of Directors of the BSSD recognize the rights of the parents and taxpayers to seek answers and explanations regarding the management and operation of their school district.  The Board further acknowledges their duty to provide prompt and truthful responses to those inquires.  It is furthermore the position of the Board of Directors that all meetings conducted in public should be characterized by meaningful, courteous, and productive two way communication between the Board and its constituents.  It is our position that all parents, students, employees, and taxpayers be afforded the utmost respect and regard for their personal integrity and privacy during these deliberations.

With this in mind this board is acutely aware of the accusations and unfounded allegations regarding its superintendent and other members of the management team brought about by recent events.  These events include but are not limited to matters involving student discipline and the realignment of staff necessitated by the Governor’s recent budget cuts.  Based on those developments and the very public criticism levied at its Superintendent and management team, this Board of Directors after due consideration hereby issues a vote of confidence in its Superintendent and Administration by the following roll call vote.

M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  M. LaMantia absent.  By a vote of 8 to 0 the yeas have it, and it is duly noted that the BSSD Board of Directors stands by Superintendent, Dr. Tammy Whitfield, and members of the administration.

It goes without saying that we will hold them to the highest possible standards of legal, ethical, and moral conduct.  Then too, we will continue to exercise oversight of our school district as delineated in the Public School Code of 1949 and established school district policy.

Motion by Mr. Rowley and seconded by Ms. Caranese to approve the minutes of the May 31, 2011, Special Action Meeting. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Student Representative Report – No report.
Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that a meeting was held yesterday and he could not attend.  Mr. Smith will give a report at the next meeting.
ARIN Report – Mr. Rowley reported that the meeting was held last evening.  He felt privileged when he heard United, Penns Manor and other school districts were talking about tax increases and BSSD has not increased taxes for the upcoming school year. A presentation was made regarding teen pregnancy and the impact on the Indiana and Armstrong areas.  There were 118 girls, ages 13+ that they have counseled with most of the boys being 17-18 years of age.  Also, there have been layoffs of supervisors and aides at ARIN who has totally been cut from the Governor’s budget.
PSBA Report – Ms. Whitfield reported that for years school districts have suffered from state mandates.  It is possible that there will be mandate relief across the state.  PSBA is fighting mandates.
Standing Committee Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that the TTC (local tax committee) appointed Berkheimer as the EIT Tax Collector for next year.  Seminars will be held during the summer regarding form completion for the self-employed.
State and Federal Program Report – Mr. Magness reported that the Title I and II programs will remain as they currently exist.
Citizens Comments (Agenda Items Only)

Ms. Kelley Peters, Saltsburg resident, signed in to address the Board regarding pay raises.  She stated she was quite appalled to see that the Board was going to consider giving administrators pay raises when the administration has recently furloughed teachers.

Ms. Stephanie Simpson, Saltsburg resident, signed in to address the Board regarding pay raises.  She stated that if anyone on the Board votes yes for administration pay raises they should not be sitting on the Board.

Mr. Ed Smith informed the public that in executive session a decision was made by the Board to table administrative pay raises until a future meeting.

Mr. Michael Smith addressed the public stating that if the public has any questions, they should not hesitate to call the Superintendent.  There are so many rumors out there that if you just call Dr. Whitfield she can give you the correct information.  There was continued discussion among the Board regarding the fact that there are rumors flying through the communities that are full of incorrect information and the only way to get accurate information is to contact the Superintendent.

It is further understood that the millage rate for Indiana County will remain at 126.34 mills and for Westmoreland County will remain at 109.86 mills.  M. Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby approves and authorizes the Business Office to pay all bills related to the building project and regular bills through August 17, 2011. The Board of Directors hereby adopts a resolution levying, assessing and re-enacting a Per Capita Tax of $5.00 under Section 679 of the Public School Code of 1949, as amended, on each resident or inhabitant of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District, eighteen years or older, beginning July 1, 2011 and ending June 30, 2012. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby adopts a resolution levying and assessing on each resident and inhabitant of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District an earned income and net profits tax on earned income received and net profits earned by the residents and inhabitants of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District at the rate of three-fourths of one percent (.75%) for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2011, and ending June 30, 2012, pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of the Resolution Repealing the Occupation Tax and Restating and Amending a Resolution Imposing a Tax on Earned Income and Net Profits of Individual Residents of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District (the “Resolution”), adopted by the Board of School Directors on May 29, 2002, and which Resolution by its terms shall continue each year thereafter, without annual reenactment, and which Resolution shall continue in force and effect until the repeal thereof or until the rate of the tax is changed. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby adopts a resolution levying, assessing and re-enacting a Real Estate Transfer Tax of one percent (1%) on all real estate transferred within the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District for the period beginning July 1, 2011, and ending on June 30, 2012, pursuant to the provisions of the District’s Realty Transfer Tax Resolution, which resolution shall continue in full-force and effect, without annual reenactment. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby adopts a resolution levying and assessing an emergency and municipal services tax (formerly referred to as an Occupation Privilege Tax) of $10.00 on all persons engaging in an occupation in the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District for the period beginning July 1, 2011, and ending June 30, 2012, under the provisions of the District’s Occupation Privilege Tax Resolution heretofore adopted in accordance with Act 511, which Occupation Privilege Tax Resolution shall continue full force and effect without reenactment.  In accordance with Section 6 of 2004, December 1, P.L. 1729, No. 222, all references in the District’s Occupation Privilege Tax Resolution to an occupation privilege tax shall be deemed to be a reference to an emergency and municipal services tax. Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby approves setting the real estate discount rate of 2% and penalty rate of 10%. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby approves, levies and assesses for the 2011-2012 fiscal year, beginning July 1, 2011 and ending on June 30, 2012, on the real estate within the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District in Indiana County, a tax on all the real property within the District upon which the County taxes are levied and assessed, at the rate of 126.34 mills of the assessed value of such real property as provided by the Indiana County Board of  Assessments, which equates to $12.63 per $100.00 of assessed valuation of taxable property. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that the Board of Directors hereby approves, levies and assesses for the 2011-2012 fiscal year, beginning July 1, 2011 and ending on June 30, 2012, on the real estate within the Blairsville-Saltsburg School District in Westmoreland County, a tax on all the real property within the District upon which the County taxes are levied and assessed, at the rate of 109.86 mills of assessed value of such real property as provided by the Westmoreland County Board of Assessments, which equates to $10.98 per $100.00 of assessed valuation of taxable property. M. Smith, Rowley, Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley that RESOLVED, by the Board of School Directors of Blairsville-Saltsburg School District, that homestead and farmstead exclusion real estate tax assessment reductions are authorized for the school year beginning July 1, 2011, under the provisions of the Homestead Property Exclusion Program Act (part of Act 50 of 1998) and the Taxpayer Relief Act (Act 1 of 2006), as follows:

1. Aggregate amount available for homestead and farmstead real estate reduction. The following amounts are available for homestead and farmstead real estate tax reduction for the school year beginning July 1, 2011:


a. Gambling tax funds.  The Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) has notified the School District that PDE will pay to the School District during the school year pursuant to Act 1, 53 P.S. § 6926.505(b), as a property tax reduction allocation funded by gambling tax funds, the amount of $1,133,792.

b. Aggregate amount available.   The aggregate amount available during the school year for real estate tax reduction is $1,133,792.
2. Homestead/farmstead numbers.  Pursuant to Act 50, 54 Pa.C.S. § 8584(i), and Act 1, 53 P.S. § 6926.341(g)(3), the County has provided the School District with a certified report listing approved homesteads and approved farmsteads as follows:

a. Homestead property number.  The number of approved homesteads within the School District is 3,705.

b. Farmstead property number.  The number of approved farmsteads within the School District is 53.

c. Homestead/farmstead combined number.  Adding these numbers, the aggregate number of approved homesteads and approved farmsteads is 3,758.

3. Real estate tax reduction calculation.  The school board has decided that the homestead exclusion amount and the farmstead exclusion amount shall be equal.  Dividing the paragraph 1(b) aggregate amount available during the school year for real estate tax reduction of $1,133,792 by the paragraph 2(c) aggregate number of approved homesteads and approved farmsteads of $3,758 before considering the assessed value of approved homesteads and approved farmsteads having an assessed value below the preliminary calculation of the maximum real estate assessed value reduction amount to be established as the homestead and farmstead exclusion amount), the preliminary calculation of the maximum real estate tax reduction amount applicable to each approved homestead and to each approved farmstead is $301.70.

Based on calculations provided by the School District Business Office from the best available information and carefully evaluated by the School Board, considering the assessed value of approved homesteads and approved farmsteads having an assessed value below the preliminary calculation of the maximum real estate assessed value reduction amount to be established as the homestead exclusion and the farmstead exclusion amount, an additional aggregate amount of $6,558.21 will be available during the school year for real estate tax reduction applicable to approximately $3,690 homesteads and farmsteads, resulting in an additional real estate tax reduction amount available for each homestead and farmstead of $1.77 for Indiana County and $1.75 for Westmoreland County.  Adding this additional amount to the preliminary calculation of the maximum real estate tax reduction amount of $301.70, the final maximum real estate tax reduction amount applicable to each approved homestead and to each approved farmstead is $301.47 for Indiana County and $303.43 for Westmoreland County. 

4. Homestead exclusion calculation.  Dividing the paragraph 3 maximum real estate tax reduction amount of $301.70 by the School District real estate tax rate of 126.34 mills (.12634), for Indiana County and tax rate of 109.86 mills (.10986) for Westmoreland County the maximum real estate assessed value reduction to be reflected on tax notices as a homestead exclusion for each approved homestead is $2,388 for Indiana County and $2,746 for Westmoreland County, and the maximum real estate assessed value reduction to be reflected on tax notices as a farmstead exclusion for each approved farmstead is $2,388 for Indiana County and $2,746 for Westmoreland County.

5.  
Homestead/farmstead exclusion authorization – July 1 tax bills.  The tax notice issued to the owner of each approved homestead within the School District shall reflect a homestead exclusion real estate assessed value reduction equal to the lesser of: (a) the County-established assessed value of the homestead, or (b) the paragraph 4 maximum real estate assessed value reduction of $2,388 for Indiana County and $2,746 for Westmoreland County.  The tax notice issued to the owner of each approved farmstead within the School District shall reflect an additional farmstead exclusion real estate assessed value reduction equal to the lesser of: (a) the County-established assessed value of the farmstead, or (b) the paragraph 4 maximum real estate assessed value reduction of $2,388 for Indiana County and $2,746 for Westmoreland County.  For purposes of this Resolution, “approved homestead” and “approved farmstead” shall mean homesteads and farmsteads listed in the report referred to in paragraph 2 above and received by the School District from the County Assessment Office on or before May 1 pursuant to Act 1, 53 P.S. § 6926.341(g)(3), based on homestead/farmstead applications filed with the County Assessment Office on or before March 1.  This paragraph 5 will apply to tax notices issued based on the initial tax duplicate used in issuing initial real estate tax notices for the school year, which will be issued on or promptly after July 1, and will not apply to interim real estate tax bills.
