Dr. Tammy Whitfield, Ian Magness, Eric Kocsis, Jack Cambest, Leigh Free, Jay Batsa, Tracy Richards, Deb Shirley, Joe Baker, Eric Kostic, Jeremy Barnhart, Zackary Williams and a group of citizens also attended the meeting.

Mr. Edward Smith, Board President, called the meeting to order at 7:12 p.m.  
An executive session was held at 6:15 pm to discuss legal and personnel items.

Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Mr. Rowley to approve the minutes of the September 21, 2011 Regular Voting Meeting. Whitfield, Treece, Brown, Caranese, McGregor, Harper, M. Smith, Rowley, E. Smith voting yes.  Motion carried.

Indiana County Technology Center Report – Mr. Ed Smith reported that the ICTC meeting was business as usual.  The teachers are working without a contract.  Both the Board and teachers voted down the fact finders report, however, after 10 days either can reconsider their vote.
ARIN Report – Mr. Rowley reported that the ARIN board meeting will be held next Tuesday.
PSBA Report – No report. 

Standing Committee Report
Mr. Ed Smith reported that the tax committee held a meeting to discuss the following items:

· Berkheimer held a seminar on October 10, 2011, for business people to come and learn how to fill out the forms for Berkheimer.  There were 29 people in attendance.  

· A meeting will be held on November 10th for the Indiana County Chamber of Commerce at 10:00 am.
· Reveiwed liability insurance.

· A meeting will be held tomorrow night (October 20th) at Homer Center.

Mr. Ed Smith reported that he is a member of PODS Committee.  They had several days at the school that they gave shots for the school staff and community.  They will be giving shots at the First Methodist Church from 1:00 – 3:00 for tetanus and flu.  Shots are free.  They are testing various sites who participate in the PODS.
Ms. Whitfield reported that the Policy Committee met prior to the board meeting to review sections 000, 100, 200 of the policy manual.   The Policy Committee recommends the Board approve the first reading of these policies.  PSBA is currently reviewing all of our policies and doing a wonderful job.  They have added new policies, added new language and realign the language with the law.  Policies will continue to be reviewed and updated as needed.  The entire committee is happy with the job PSBA is doing.  
State and Federal Program Report – Mr. Kocsis reported that the State auditors have been auditing the books since September 28th.  They will be here through the end of October.  Additionally, the local auditors were also here recently.  They will present to the Board on November 16th.  They are taking the current fund balance and redistributing it to the different categories according to the new GASB 54.
Mr. Joe Baker, Principal at BMHS, and Mr. Eric Kostic, Principal at SMHS, both reported to the Board and public on the test scores data recently received by the school district.  Their reports showed both the areas the student’s excelled and the areas that need more attention.

Mr. Harper expressed his concern over the amount of money the Board was going to put into a rubberized track that cannot be used for track meets.  He stated he would like to see the money used more wisely.  If you want to build a real track, build it where you have room.

Motion by Mr. McGregor and seconded by Ms. Caranese that a resolution of the board of school directors of the Blairsville-Saltsburg School district, Indiana County, Pennsylvania (the “school district”) determining to incur debt and that such debt shall be incurred as lease rental debt to be evidenced by its separate and several guaranty under a guaranty agreement in the maximum principal amount of $1,190,000 being a pro rata portion of the guaranteed school building revenue bonds (Indiana County Technology Center project), Series of 2011, to be dated as of the date of delivery to be authorized and to be issued by state public school building Authority (the “authority”) for the benefit of the Indiana County Technology Center (the “technology center”); briefly describing the project for which said debt is to be incurred; authorizing and directing the president or vice president of the board of school directors of this school district, the secretary or assistant secretary of this school district, and, as applicable, officials of this school district, to prepare, verify and file, as applicable, the debt statement and other appropriate documents required by the local government unit debt act, 53 pa.c.s. § 8001 et seq, as amended and supplemented, and, upon receipt of approval of the Pennsylvania department of community and economic development, to execute, attest, acknowledge and deliver, as applicable and appropriate, (1) a lease agreement, to be dated as of the date of delivery, by and among said authority, as lessee, this school district and the other participating school districts, as defined hereinafter, as owners and lessors of the technology center, and the joint operating committee, as defined hereinafter, as co-lessor (the “lease agreement”), (2) a sublease agreement, to be dated as of the date of delivery, by and among the authority, as sublessor, and the joint operating committee, as sublessee, with assignment by the authority to the trustee (the “sublease agreement” and the “assignment”), and (3) a guaranty agreement, to be dated as of the date of delivery, With respect to aforesaid guaranteed school building revenue bonds of said authority; approving the form of said lease agreement, sublease agreement, assignment and said guaranty agreement; consenting to said sublease agreement and to the assignment of said sublease agreement by said authority to the trustee under a trust indenture, to be dated as of the date of delivery, as security, and authorizing delivery of the guaranty agreement to the trustee; {j1562746.1} 2 specifying the lease rentals and guaranty payments to be paid by this school district pursuant to said lease agreement and guaranty agreement and further specifying the source of payment of such guaranty payments; guaranteeing its pro rata payment of the principal of and interest on aforesaid guaranteed school building revenue bonds and making certain covenants with respect thereto; and providing for proper officers of this school district to take all other required, necessary or desirable related action in connection with said project, said lease agreement, said sublease agreement and said guaranty agreement, dated October 19, 2011.
